SULTANS OF SWING is a television series -- a fictional drama — set in the 1970s in El Paso, Texas. The
Ysleta High School golf team has never enjoyed success, but that all changes when the son of the high
school basketball coach emerges as a world-class golfer. The player, the team, the school, and the city --
and Coach himself -- are thrust into the national spotlight, and each must navigate unchartered waters
consisting of fame, pressure, and conflict.

Premise: Manny Villareal, a Latino high basketball coach and his wife, Bridgette -- both former prodigies
in their own right -- find themselves raising a prodigy golfer. Their parents were not good role models for
how to raise a prodigy, so Manny and Bridgette must learn on the fly. Meanwhile, Ysleta High School
navigates the challenges of being put under the microscope when the golf team transcends the norms of
high school sports teams in El Paso, Texas.

Logline: A Hispanic basketball coach deals with the disappointment of failing to live up to expectations
placed upon him, but he must face his fears in order to boldly live again.
